Executive Forum in Las Vegas, Nevada, February 
2006. The recipient’s various properties demon-
strating its attention to excellent landscaping work 
will be shown in a multimedia presentation.  
 
In addition, press releases will be distributed on this 
achievement to national media. Releases promoting 
the award recipient’s contributions to the industry 
will be sent to national trade press as well as to 
national newspapers and magazines.

Nominations for the Landscape Contribution 
Award must fulfill the following criteria, as set forth 
by PLANET’s Awards Committee: 

·  The landscape firm making the nomination 
must be a PLANET member and must be the 
firm contracted by the nominee for landscape or 
lawn care services. 

·  The nominee must be a major corporation, 
developer, or municipality that is nationally or 
regionally recognized by the public. 
Corporations known only within their own 
community are not eligible for this award. 

·  The site(s) submitted for consideration should 
be accessible to the public (i.e., the sites should 
not be corporate campuses limited only to the 
corporate employees so that the general public 
never has the opportunity to view the 
landscape). 

·  The nominee must be consistently committed 
to contracted services for quality landscape and 
lawn care development (i.e., the nominee may 
not use totally in-house landscape or lawn care 
operations but must rely on the services of 
independent landscape and lawn care firms). 

·  The nominee must have helped to consistently 
create landscape awareness in the general 
public as well as set an example for other 
corporations, developers, and municipalities to 
emulate. 

·  Several candidates and/ or prior candidates may 
be nominated. 

·  For municipalities to be eligible, independent 
landscape or lawn care contractors must 
complete a minimum of 50 percent of the work.

1. Complete the attached entry form or, for your 

convenience, complete the online entry form 
that is available in the “Awards”  section of 
PLANET’s Web site, landcarenetwork.org. All 
entr ies must be typed. Handwritten entr ies will  
not be accepted. 

2. Company and photo descriptions must be 
entered on the entry form and must fit within 
the assigned space. The copy must be of a 
legible size (minimum 10 pt. font) that can be 
read easily by the judges, or the project may not 
be judged. 

3. Submit a set of not less than 12, and not more 
than 15, digital images (see “Digital Image 
Entry Procedures” ) or 35mm color sl ides (see 
“Slide Entry Procedures” ). Do not send a 
mixture of both digital images and slides for one 
entry. If you do not have the minimum number 
of photos necessary as digital images or your 
digital images do not meet the criteria below, 
then you must send slides. Technologically 
enhanced digital images or slides will not be 
accepted. 

4. Submit 10 original copies of the nominee’s 
promotional brochure. 

5. Each entry must include a signature of release. 
Please make sure your entry is signed before it is 
sent. All material submitted must be cleared for 
release on submission. PLANET accepts no 
responsibility for copyright or photographic 
fees. Digital images and slides will not be 
returned. All entries accepted become the 
property of PLANET and may be used for 
publication or for any other purpose the 
association deems appropriate. 

6. Entry forms, photos, and the nominee’s 
promotional brochures must be received in the 
PLANET office no later than August 18, 2005. 
Entries received late or that are incomplete may 
not be judged.

2. Identify each slide with the name of the entering 
firm and number each to correspond to the slide 
description on the entry form. Please do not use 
stickers or labels to identify your slides. 

3. Make copies of your slides before sending them 
to PLANET, since the originals will not be 
returned. Send your original slides with your 
entry form.

1. Follow steps 1–6 above under “Entry

2. Digital images submitted in a file size or type 
other than what is specified will not be 
accepted. 

3. Image resolution: 

a. The preferred image size is 2550 �  3300 
pixels (8½�  �  11�  at 300 dpi) or better. 

b. We will also accept images that are 1700 �  
2200 pixels (8½�  �  11�  at 200 dpi) or better, 
although we may not be able to use these for 
magazine covers or other printed materials. 

c. Your digital camera needs to be rated at 4 to 
9 megapixels or greater to achieve these file 
sizes. 

d. Orientation of images can be either 
landscape (horizontal) or portrait (vertical). 

4. File format: 

a. TIFF format is best if your camera has that 
setting. 

b. If the TIFF file format is not available, we will 
accept JPEG format. 

c. For TIFF or JPEG, you must take the image 
using the highest quality resolution and 
lowest compression load possible. 

d. DO NOT crop, adjust color or brightness, or 
manipulate the image in any way. 

e. DO NOT submit your images in PowerPoint 
or in any other type of presentation 
program. 

5. File names: 

a. If you are able to rename your image files, 
use an abbreviated version of your project 
name and number them 1–15 to correlate 
with your descriptions on the entry form. 
Also, indicate on the photo description page 
of the entry form the image file name for 
each description. 

b. If you are not able to rename the image files, 
you must indicate on the photo description 
page of the entry form the image file name 
that corresponds to each description. 

 
6. How to submit digital images with your entry: 

a. DO NOT e-mail your digital images to us. 
Not only will this overload our system, but 
also, chances are, if you can e-mail the 
image, it is too small and does not meet the 
specifications above. 

b. You must burn the image files onto a CD 
(not a DVD) and send it along with your 
entry form. Do not send the CD separately 
from your entry form. 

c. Use a permanent marker to write your 
company name and your nominee’s 
company name on the CD. No other 
information is necessary on the CD. 

d. Each entry must be submitted on an 
individual CD.

It is important that your photos be of the highest quality and that they provide a thorough view of your 
nominee’s property. You must show a variety of the nominee’s locations (include interiorscaping, where 
applicable), and the photos should clearly display the landscape, quality of materials, and workmanship 
involved. Review your selected photos carefully; don’t show anything that could defeat the credibility of the 
entry. You should not have any nursery pots showing, leaves should not be covering the lawn, and, in 
general, the area should be clean. Multiple views within one digital image or slide are not allowed. Also, it is 
very important that you lead off and end with a beautiful photo. The first photo is viewed while the nom-
inee’s company description and philosophy toward landscaping are being read, and you make a lasting 
impression with the final photo. Pay careful attention to lighting when taking photos — poor lighting will 
result in poor quality images, which will hurt your nominee’s chances of receiving this award.

The photo descriptions should clearly depict the nominee’s dedication to landscaping and lawn care, relate 
the role landscaping and lawn care plays in their corporate culture, and describe how they publicize the 
positive impact of landscaping and lawn care to their employees, visitors, and the general public. Keep your 
descriptions simple and concise. Long explanations and protracted verbiage do not hurt your nominee’s 
chances of winning, but they do not help either. You want to include the unique aspects that make this 
nominee stand out, but you don’t what to put the judges to sleep with lengthy descriptions. The area for 
descriptions on the entry form is limited for a reason; it is often to your advantage to limit any extraneous, 
unnecessary verbiage. However, by the same token, too little description can be equally detrimental. 
Descriptions such as “view from the west,”  “entry way,”  or “view from parking lot”  can kill your nominee’s 
chances of receiving this award, no matter how good your photos are. Make sure your descriptions are 
helpful to the judges in giving them a full understanding of the project, without being overly dramatic, 
technical, or embellished.
